therein without overburdening the City and its taxpayers. 
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1.05 The creation of the District is not inconsistent with any applicable element or portion of the 
state comprehensive plan or the local comprehensive plan. 

1.06 The area of land within the District is of sufficient size, is sufficiently compact, and is 
sufficiently contiguous to be developable as one functional interrelated community. 

1.07 The creation of the District is the best alternative available for delivering the community 
development services and facilities to the area that will be served by the District. 

1.08 The proposed services and facilities to be provided by the District will not be incompatible 
with the capacity and uses of existing local and regional community development services 
and facilities. 

1.09 The area that will be served by the District 1s amenable to separate special-district 
goveffiment. 

The City of North Port Commissioners have considered the record of the public hearing and 
has decided that the establishment of the Lakeside Plantation Community Development 
District is the best alternative means to provide certain basic services to the community.
